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Abstract

The NASA Solar System Exploration Research Virtual Institute (SSERVI1) has been pursuing
international partnerships since its inception as the NASA Lunar Science Institute (NLSI), in
order to both leverage the science being done by its domestic member institutions as well as to
help lunar science and exploration become a greater global endeavor. The international partners
of the Institute have pursued a broad program of lunar science stimulated by scientific
partnerships enabled by the SSERVI community. Furthermore, regional partnerships have been
formed such as the new pan-European lunar science consortium, which promises both new
scientific approaches and mission concepts.

International partner membership requires long-term commitment from both the partner and
SSERVI, together with tangible and specific plans for scientific interaction that will produce
results of mutual benefit to both the institute's U.S. Teams and the international partner.
International partners are invited to participate in all aspects of the Institute’s activities and
programs, on a basis of no exchange of funds. Through these activities, SSERVI researchers and
international partners participate in sharing ideas, information, and data arising from their
respective research efforts, and contribute to the training of young scientists.

This talk will present an overview of the Institute and the international nodes. We will also
discuss the various processes to become a SSERVI partner as well as the opportunities available
for collaborations with the SSERV1 national teams.
