Preliminary test specifications for the
graphic inspection of electronic devices such as in-
tegrated circuits, discrete components, relays and
coils, outline requirements, test conditions, and
recommended techniques for such operations. De-

tailed quality assurance provisions cover the areas

of personnel training, radiographic equipment,
radiographic test procedures, and inspection and
examination of radiographs. Supplementary infor-
mation includes the accept/reject criteria for the
radiographic inspection of resistors, capacitors,
transistors, hybrid microcircuits, diodes, small
coils and transformers. Although these test specifi-
cations are not official, they should be useful in

establishing in-house radiographic test procedures

for those involved in the manufacture or use of
electronic circuits and components.
