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The NASA Space Weather Center's primary objective is to provide the latest space weather in formation and 

forecasting for NASA's robotic missions and its partners and to bring space weather knowledge to the publ ic. At the 

same time, the tools and services it possesses can be invaluable for research purposes. Here we show how our 

archive and real-time modeling of space weather events can aid research in a variety of ways, with different 

classification criteria. W wil l list and discuss major CM E events, major geomagnetic storms, and maj or SEP events 

that occurred during the years 20 I 0 - 2012. Highlights of major tools/resources will be prov ided.
