Synopsis: Dr. Cathleen Lewis was interviewed by Rebecca Wright during the presentation of an
“Interview with Smithsonian NASM Spacesuit Curator Dr. Cathleen Lewis” on May 14, 2012. Topics
included the care, size, and history of the spacesuit collection at the Smithsonian and the recent move
to the state-of-the-art permanent storage facility at the Udvar-Hazy facility in Virginia.

As an oral historian for the space agency, she has
interviewed approximately 350 individuals since 1997 for numerous projects. She recently completed
work as co-editor of NASA at 50, a book released by the NASA Headquarters History Office. She is
currently facilitating a pictorial history publication effort titled, Johnson Space Center: The First Fifty
Years.
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
